Landus Cooperative is wishing to rezone approximately 37.94 acres of land from A-1 

(Agriculture Conservation) to A-2 (Agriculture Business) to allow for a 75,000 sq ft 

agronomy building, a ground mounted solar farm and a one ton “Talus Ag” modular 

containerized green ammonia production system.

John Hanson with Snyder and Associates was present to speak in regards to the 

request.  He stated Landus was wishing to rezone approximately 37 acres of land 

adjacent to their existing facility located at T Ave.  The rezoning would allow for 

future expansion of the current facility.  

 

Hanson noted the first improvement would be the 75,000 sq ft agronomy building 

which would contain both dry and liquid fertilizer.  Subsequent phases which were 

being planned included the solar farm and the Talus Ag modular containerized green 

ammonia production system.

Staff. 

 

Director Mike Salati noted the site plan was in compliance with the Zoning 

Ordinance and that the County Engineer Johnathan Bullock has approved the site plan 

as well.
