Wendt gave an update on Case Management. Wendt presented a Participation Agreement with Magellan to provide Targeted Case Management for them and they will reimburse us to provide that service. Motion by O’Brien to approve the participation agreement with Magellan for TCM Services. Seconded by Acela. Motion passed.

Genesis Funding Request – Terry Johnson, CEO, presented a request for funding for Genesis Development. Motion by Raymond to recommend the request for funding of $22,000 from Madison County and $52,000 from Boone County to Genesis, a one-time non-refundable grant, to be approved. The request will then be officially decided on by individual county boards. Seconded by Foster. Discussion: Weeks is ok with doing this but feel other agencies will come for funding also.  Roll Call Vote: Weeks-yes, Lusher-yes, Foster-yes, O’Brien-yes, Acela-No, Raymond-yes. Motion passed.

Financial Updates were discussed.

Pay Matrixes and Longevity was discussed and different options were presented. Motion by O’Brian to table the discussion of longevity and pay matrixes until the May CCS Meeting. Raymond Seconded. All ayes, Motion passed.

DHS Closings/Buildings & Space – Boone and Madison DHS offices were deemed less than full time but we still have to provide space for some DHS staff.  In Boone County there is reconsideration/appeal for that decision and they are working toward keeping Boone a full time office.
Reception and space needs need to be decided and DHS will still reimburse the county for the time they are there and using the space/partial reception.
