4. More than one entry per person may be entered, but it will be judged in only one category. For
example- your birdhouse can be entered in your age group OR the special category, but not both.

5. Entries shown at previous fairs will not be accepted.
6. An entry form must be filled out and submitted with entry on Wednesday, July 13 from Noon-2pm

Co-Sponsoring Herdsmandship Award

The Boone County Landfill is co-sponsoring The Herdsmandship Award at the 2011 Boone County
Fair. The Herdsmandship Division is designed to help young people practice good principles
with the animals and public. This results in humane treatment of animals, care of their welfare,
and the development of an ethic of responsible (non-abusive) interaction between youth and
animals. Herdsmanship has an additional benefit of providing neat, attractive exhibits for public
viewing.

Each 4-H club is scored daily in 4 areas. One area: cleanliness of alleys, stalls and pens accounts for 50% of
their daily score. We feel that “Character Counts” and we encourage youth to foster these “responsible”
practices in all aspects of their life.
